Donald (Don) F. Snell, Sr. 93, of Crown Point, Indiana entered into eternity on Thursday
morning, July 27, 2017.

For many years, Don and Jean attended the Lyndhurst Baptist Church in Indianapolis,
Indiana and the First Baptist Church of Tucson, Arizona. At his death, he was a member of



the Lake Hills Baptist Church in Schererville, Indiana.
